8) and reading (6-8)




I-Ready Diagnostic Is:

Adaptive-Assesses proficiency on both on-grade and off-grade
level skills without the need for additional test items and testing
time. Questions within the test adapt to the student's ability and
find a “just right” placement level for each student in an efficient
mannetr.

Actionable-It 1s a research-based instrument for gathering
Information to inform instruction, showing teachers what a child
“can do” and what “the next steps” for instruction should be,
helping differentiate instruction for each student.

Informative-It is a tool for helping educators




I-Ready Diagnostic

Timing of the Diagnostic:
The i-Ready Diagnostic will be given three (3) times per year

(fall, winter and spring) in mathematics (K-8) and two (2)
times per year (fall and winter) in Reading (6-8).

The Fall assessment develops baseline information about
where each student is performing in reading (6-8) and math
(K-8) domains.

The 1-Ready Diagnostic takes approximately 45 minutes to
administer, per subject.

Educators have access to i-Ready reports right after testlng
window.




What Is an adaptive diagnostic?

An adaptive diagnostic automatically adjusts the difficulty of the
guestions according to each student’s ability levels.

The first question your child will see will be based on his/her
chronological grade level.

What does the I-Ready Math Diagnostic assess?

The math diagnostic assesses skills in the following
areas, known as domains:

Number and Operations
Measurement and Data
Algebra and Algebraic Thinking
Geometry
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I-Ready Diagnostic

What does the I-Ready Reading Diagnostic assess?

The reading diagnostic assesses skills in the following
areas, known as domains:

Vocabulary
Comprehension: Literature
Comprehension: Informational Text

Students who are on track or performing at exceptional levels
are challenged to enhance their skills via lessons and
developmentally appropriate small group work.
