


Annotating with Post-it Notes

Using Post-it Notes is a great way to annotate a text. It is better to write the notes as you read
rather than when you have finished reading the entire book. Spread the Post-its throughout
the book to be sure you are responding to all parts of the story. Be sure to vary the types of
response so that you are using multiple reading strategies to address the text. Consider the
following types of response:

✥ Literary Elements:

Characterization - How are characters revealed to the reader?
Examine what they do, say, feel, and/or how others feel about them.

Setting - What do you notice about the time and place of the novel?

Plot - Identify key points in the text. Explain their significance.

Theme - What does this story seem to be about on a deeper level?

Conflict - Identify key conflicts in the text. Address the type of
conflict, the source, and a possible resolution of the conflict.
