which:

$13.2 billion is for the Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund (ESSER) to support the ability of local educational agencies

(LEAs), including charter schools that are LEAs, with emergency relief funds to address the impact that Novel Coronavirus Disease 2019

(COVID-19) has had, and continues to have, on elementary and secondary schools across the nation; and

$2.95 billion is for the Governor’s Emergency Education Relief Fund (GEER) which provides grants to Governors for the purpose of providing

Governor’s Emergency Education Relief Fund (GEER)

New York State has been allocated $164.2 million under the Governor’s Emergency Education Relief Fund (GEER). The entirety of New York

State’s GEER funds were programmed in the 2020-21 enacted New York State budget through the application of a “pandemic adjustment” to

partially offset the state share of state aid to school districts. Pursuant to the direction of the Governor’s Office and the Division of the Budget,

GEER funding is being allocated to the State’s 673 major school districts. GEER funds are not being allocated to LEAs that are charter schools,

Special Act School Districts, or school districts employing fewer than eight teachers. These funds will be allocated to eligible school districts

using the relative shares of grants awarded under Title I, Part A of the ESEA for the most recent fiscal year (2019-20).

Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund (ESSER)

New York State has been allocated $1.037 billion under the Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund (ESSER). ESSER funds

to school districts were programmed in the 2020-21 enacted New York State budget through the application of a “pandemic adjustment” to

partially offset the state share of state aid to school districts.
